Welcome all to the April 2021 newsletter. 

I feel a bit of a fraud writing this report for March as I was absent for most of the month.

We have a willing and capable vice 
president for those times when the current president is unavailable. 

Our absence was due to 3 weeks spent in Tasmania. We only had 2 wet days and really enjoyed the 
island state again.

An 
expression of interest has been registered with DELWP to be included in a program to install solar panels 
on buildings on crown land. An application has also been made to Horsham Rural City Council for a 
Community Development Grant to replace the 4 remaining old timber doors in the hall. The hope is that 
new doors will slow down the inflow of mice, if and when they become a problem again and improve 
security. A quick check the other day didn’t find any evidence of mice in the building yet. It’s a perfect 
year, with lots of food but hoping numbers stay low. 

A reminder - Assuming we don’t have more Covid problems and activities return to normal, our 
attendance scheme will resume from the start of May. Everyone will pay the flat membership fee of $50 
for year 2021-2022.

The 2021 Annual Rally will be held on the first weekend in October, Friday 1 to Sunday 3 October, 
2021. The general approach to the weekend is to maximise the social activities while still having fun 
with our vehicles. The rally will be run from the WMHVS Clubrooms at Dooen Hall. 
 

The Friday evening will include a catered dinner at the hall and an opportunity to socialise and catch 
up with attendees in a relaxed setting. There will also be a safety briefing for the weekend, detailing 
arrangements for activities on Saturday and Sunday. 
 

Saturday will include a continental breakfast at the hall followed by a trip to Halls Gap. The morning 
trip will include an “Amazing Race” where attendees will visit a number of stops along a scenic route 
to collect clues. The clues, when combined, will describe a very specific vehicle. The first correct 
entry drawn will win a prize. We will be also take the opportunity for a group photo.  
 

Saturday afternoon will be spent at the Bellfield Reservoir Wall. Lunch will be provided and rally 
attendees will be able to tour the outlet tunnel beneath the wall. This is an opportunity not to be 
missed as it is a facility not open to the public. There will be some free time in the afternoon to tour 
Halls Gap or take another scenic route back to Horsham. 
 

Saturday evening will include a self-catered dinner (bring your own take away) and a movie on the 
big screen at the Hall. There will be lots of opportunity to socialise and partake in a drink or two. 
 

Sunday will also start with a continental breakfast followed by a short trip (some gravel roads) to the 
Murra Wurra Windfarm for a tour of this renewable energy facility. Attendees will then return to the 
hall for presentation of prizes. Sunday lunch will be catered BBQ open to all WMHVS members at a 
nominal cost. We will also have some raffle prizes to draw immediately after lunch and we will say 
our farewells.
